We have audited, in accordance with the auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of 
America and the standards applicable to financial audits contained in Government Auditing Standards, 
issued by the Comptroller General of the United States, the financial statements of the business-type 
activities, the discretely presented component unit, and the aggregate remaining fund information of the 
University of Missouri System, a component unit of the State of Missouri, as of and for the year ended 
June 30, 2013 and the related notes to the financial statements, which collectively comprise the University 
of Missouri System’s basic financial statements, and have issued our report thereon dated October 10, 
2013.  

For purposes of this report, our consideration of internal control over financial reporting (internal control) 
and our tests of compliance with certain provisions of laws, regulations, contracts, and grant agreements, 
and other matters did not include Capital Region Medical Center that operates as an affiliate of the Medical 
Alliance, a discretely presented component unit of the University of Missouri System. We have issued a 
separate report, dated October 10, 2013, on our consideration of internal control and our tests of 
compliance with certain provisions of laws, regulations, contracts, and grant agreements, and other matters 
for this entity. The findings, if any, included in that report are not included herein. 

Internal Control over Financial Reporting 

In planning and performing our audit of the financial statements, we considered the University of Missouri 
System’s internal control to determine the audit procedures that are appropriate in the circumstances for the 
purpose of expressing our opinions on the financial statements, but not for the purpose of expressing an 
opinion on the effectiveness of the University of Missouri System’s internal control. Accordingly, we do 
not express an opinion on the effectiveness of the University of Missouri System’s internal control. 

A deficiency in internal control exists when the design or operation of a control does not allow 
management or employees, in the normal course of performing their assigned functions, to prevent, or 
detect and correct, misstatements on a timely basis. A material weakness is a deficiency, or combination of 
deficiencies, in internal control, such that there is a reasonable possibility that a material misstatement of 
the entity’s financial statements will not be prevented, or detected and corrected, on a timely basis. A 
significant deficiency is a deficiency, or a combination of deficiencies, in internal control that is less severe 
than a material weakness, yet important enough to merit attention by those charged with governance. 
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Our consideration of internal control was for the limited purpose described in the first paragraph of this 
section and was not designed to identify all deficiencies in internal control that might be material 
weaknesses or significant deficiencies.  Given these limitations, during our audit we did not identify any 
deficiencies in internal control that we consider to be material weaknesses. However, material weaknesses 
may exist that have not been identified. 

Compliance and Other Matters 

As part of obtaining reasonable assurance about whether University of Missouri System’s financial 
statements are free from material misstatement, we performed tests of its compliance with certain 
provisions of laws, regulations, contracts, and grant agreements, noncompliance with which could have a 
direct and material effect on the determination of financial statement amounts. However, providing an 
opinion on compliance with those provisions was not an objective of our audit, and accordingly, we do not 
express such an opinion. The results of our tests disclosed no instances of noncompliance or other matters 
that are required to be reported under Government Auditing Standards. 

Purpose of this Report 

The purpose of this report is solely to describe the scope of our testing of internal control and compliance 
and the results of that testing, and not to provide an opinion on the effectiveness of the University of 
Missouri System’s internal control or on compliance. This report is an integral part of an audit performed 
in accordance with Government Auditing Standards in considering the University of Missouri System’s 
internal control and compliance. Accordingly, this communication is not suitable for any other purpose.

Report on Compliance for Each Major Federal Program  

We have audited the University of Missouri System’s, a component unit of the State of Missouri, 
compliance with the types of compliance requirements described in the OMB Circular A-133 Compliance 
Supplement that could have a direct and material effect on each of the University of Missouri System’s 
major federal programs for the year ended June 30, 2013.  The University of Missouri System’s major 
federal programs are identified in the summary of auditors’ results section of the accompanying schedule 
of findings and questioned costs.  

Management’s Responsibility 

Management is responsible for compliance with the requirements of laws, regulations, contracts, and grants 
applicable to its federal programs.  

Auditors’ Responsibility 

Our responsibility is to express an opinion on compliance for each of the University of Missouri System’s 
major federal programs based on our audit of the types of compliance requirements referred to above. We 
conducted our audit of compliance in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United 
States of America; the standards applicable to financial audits contained in Government Auditing 
Standards, issued by the Comptroller General of the United States; and OMB Circular A-133, Audits of 
States, Local Governments, and Non-Profit Organizations. Those standards and OMB Circular A-133 
require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether noncompliance 
with the types of compliance requirements referred to above that could have a direct and material effect on 
a major federal program occurred. An audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidence about the 
University of Missouri System’s compliance with those requirements and performing such other 
procedures as we considered necessary in the circumstances.   

We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinion on compliance for each major federal 
program. However, our audit does not provide a legal determination of the University of Missouri 
System’s compliance. 
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Opinion on Each Major Federal Program 

In our opinion, the University of Missouri System complied, in all material respects, with the types of 
compliance requirements referred to above that could have a direct and material effect on each of its major 
federal programs for the year ended June 30, 2013. 

Other Matters 

The results of our auditing procedures disclosed instances of noncompliance, which are required to be 
reported in accordance with OMB Circular A-133 and which are described in the accompanying schedule 
of findings and questioned costs as Findings 2013-001, 2013-002, 2013-003, 2013-004, 2013-005, 2013-
006, and 2013-007.  Our opinion on each major federal program is not modified with respect to these 
matters. 

The University of Missouri System’s responses to the findings identified in our audit are described in the 
accompanying schedule of findings and questioned costs. The University of Missouri System’s responses 
were not subjected to the auditing procedures applied in the audit of compliance and, accordingly, we 
express no opinion on the responses. 

Report on Internal Control Over Compliance 

Management of the University of Missouri System is responsible for establishing and maintaining effective 
internal control over compliance with the types of compliance requirements referred to above.  In planning 
and performing our audit of compliance, we considered the University of Missouri System’s internal 
control over compliance with the types of requirements that could have a direct and material effect on each 
major federal program to determine the auditing procedures that are appropriate in the circumstances for 
the purpose of expressing an opinion on compliance for each major federal program and to test and report 
on internal control over compliance in accordance with OMB Circular A-133, but not for the purpose of 
expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of internal control over compliance. Accordingly, we do not 
express an opinion on the effectiveness of the University of Missouri System’s internal control over 
compliance. 

Our consideration of internal control over compliance was for the limited purpose described in the 
preceding paragraph and was not designed to identify all deficiencies in internal control over compliance 
that might be material weaknesses or significant deficiencies and therefore, material weaknesses or 
significant deficiencies may exist that were not identified. However, as discussed below, we identified 
certain deficiencies in internal control over compliance that we consider to be material weaknesses and 
significant deficiencies. 

A deficiency in internal control over compliance exists when the design or operation of a control over 
compliance does not allow management or employees, in the normal course of performing their assigned 
functions, to prevent, or detect and correct, noncompliance with a type of compliance requirement of a 
federal program on a timely basis. A material weakness in internal control over compliance is a deficiency, 
or combination of deficiencies, in internal control over compliance, such that there is a reasonable 
possibility that material noncompliance with a type of compliance requirement of a federal program will 
not be prevented, or detected and corrected, on a timely basis. We consider the deficiency in internal 
control over compliance described in the accompanying schedule of findings and questioned costs as 
Finding 2013-001 to be a material weakness. 

A significant deficiency in internal control over compliance is a deficiency, or a combination of 
deficiencies, in internal control over compliance with a type of compliance requirement of a federal 
program that is less severe than a material weakness in internal control over compliance, yet important 
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enough to merit attention by those charged with governance. We consider the deficiencies in internal 
control over compliance described in the accompanying schedule of findings and questioned costs as 
Findings 2013-002, 2013-003, 2013-004, 2013-005, 2013-006, and 2013-07 to be significant deficiencies. 

The University of Missouri System’s responses to the findings identified in our audit are described in the 
accompanying schedule of findings and questioned costs. The University of Missouri System’s responses 
were not subjected to the auditing procedures applied in the audit of compliance and, accordingly, we 
express no opinion on the responses.  

The purpose of this report on internal control over compliance is solely to describe the scope of our testing 
of internal control over compliance and the results of that testing based on the requirements of OMB 
Circular A-133. Accordingly, this report is not suitable for any other purpose.  

Report on Schedule of Expenditures of Federal Awards Required by OMB Circular A-133 

We have audited the financial statements of the business-type activities, the discretely presented 
component unit, and the aggregate remaining fund information of the University of Missouri System, a 
component unit of the State of Missouri, as of and for the year ended June 30, 2013, and the related notes 
to the financial statements, which collectively comprise the University of Missouri System’s basic financial 
statements.  We issued our report thereon dated October 10, 2013, which contained unmodified opinions 
on those financial statements. Our audit was conducted for the purpose of forming opinions on the 
financial statements that collectively comprise the basic financial statements. The accompanying schedule 
of expenditures of federal awards is presented for purposes of additional analysis as required by OMB 
Circular A-133 and is not a required part of the basic financial statements. Such information is the 
responsibility of management and was derived from and relates directly to the underlying accounting and 
other records used to prepare the basic financial statements. The information has been subjected to the 
auditing procedures applied in the audit of the basic financial statements and certain additional procedures, 
including comparing and reconciling such information directly to the underlying accounting and other 
records used to prepare the basic financial statements or to the basic financial statements themselves, and 
other additional procedures in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States 
of America. In our opinion, the schedule of expenditure of federal awards is fairly stated in all material 
respects in relation to the basic financial statements as a whole.

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1. Summary of Significant Accounting Policies and Basis of Presentation 

The accompanying schedule of expenditures of federal awards (the Schedule) summarizes the expenditures 
of the University of Missouri System (the University) under programs funded by the federal government for 
the year ended June 30, 2013. The Schedule has been prepared on the accrual basis of accounting. 

For purposes of the Schedule, federal awards include all grants and contracts entered into directly between 
the University and agencies and departments of the federal government, as well as federal funds passed 
through to the University by other recipients. The information in this Schedule is presented in accordance 
with the requirements of Office of Management and Budget (OMB) Circular A-133, Audits of States, Local 
Governments, and Non-Profit Organizations. The Schedule includes only federal funds and other federal 
assistance received by the University and denotes the federal agency that is the source of those funds. 

2. Research and Development Cluster 

The University’s Research and Development Cluster major federal program includes those awards that are 
for basic and applied research and development activities and for research training. OMB Circular A-133 
defines research and development as follows: research is a systemic study directed toward fuller scientific 
knowledge or understanding of the subject studied; development is the systemic use of knowledge and 
understanding gained from research directed toward the production of useful materials, devices, systems, or 
methods, including design and development of prototypes and processes. 

3. Indirect Costs 

Expenditures listed in the Schedule consist of direct and indirect costs. Direct costs are those that can be 
easily identified with an individual federally sponsored project. The salary of a principal investigator of a 
sponsored research project and the materials consumed by the project are examples of direct costs. 

The University and federal agencies use an indirect cost rate to charge indirect costs to individual federally 
sponsored projects. Indirect costs are the costs of services and resources that benefit both sponsored and 
nonsponsored projects and activities. The rate is the result of a number of complex cost allocation procedures 
that the University uses to allocate its indirect costs to both sponsored and nonsponsored activities. 

The University recovers indirect costs under the federal financial assistance programs based on 
predetermined rates up to 52.5%, which were negotiated between the University and the U.S. Department of 
Health and Human Services for the year ended June 30, 2013. 
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4. Grants to Subrecipients 

Of the federal expenditures presented in the Schedule, the University provided $25,267,291 in expenditures 
to subrecipients. The funds were primarily provided to other institutions of higher education, and related to 
various grant programs across the following federal agencies:

Criteria – The OMB Circular A-133 Compliance Supplement and OMB 1845-0039 require that institutions 
report Pell payment data within 30 calendar days after the school makes a payment, or becomes aware of the 
need to make an adjustment to previously reported student payment data or expected student payment data.   
  
Conditions Found – The University did not have an effective system of internal control in place to ensure 
compliance with the Reporting compliance requirement as it relates to the Student Financial Assistance Cluster. 
While performing procedures related to the reporting of Pell payment data for 110 total disbursements, it was 
identified that Pell payments for 9 of 14 Fall disbursements selected for test work related to the University of 
Missouri – Kansas City campus were reported 31 days subsequent to disbursement, which is outside of the 30 
calendar day requirement. Management indicated this was the result of a transmission error when uploading 
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disbursement records through the U.S. Department of Education’s Common Origination and Disbursement 
System. University management identified that a transmission error occurred, and the data was subsequently 
remitted, outside of the 30 day calendar requirement.  
 
Questioned Costs – There are no questioned costs. 
 
Context – The University’s records indicate the error identified impacted the reporting of Pell payment data for 
1,818 students at the University of Missouri – Kansas City.  
 
Cause and Effect – The University did not have an effective system of internal control in place to ensure that 
Pell payment data was reported within the 30 calendar requirement at the University of Missouri – Kansas City. 
As a result, Pell payment data for 1,818 Pell disbursements was reported outside of the 30 day calendar 
requirement. 
 
Recommendations – We recommend the University strengthen its existing processes and controls relative to 
reporting Pell payment data to ensure compliance with the OMB Circular A-133 Compliance Supplement and

Criteria – 34 Part 668 requires institutions to establish and use written policies and procedures for verifying an 
applicant’s FAFSA information. Institutions shall require each applicant whose application is selected by the 
central processor, based on edits specified by the Department of Education, to verify the information specified in 
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34 CFR Section 668.61. The institution shall also require applicants to verify any information used to calculate 
an applicant’s EFC that the institution has reason to believe is inaccurate. 
  
Conditions Found – The University did not have an effective system of internal control in place to ensure 
compliance with the Special Tests & Provisions – Verification compliance requirement as it relates to the Student 
Financial Assistance Cluster. While performing procedures related to the Special Tests & Provisions – 
Verification compliance requirement, it was identified that 5 of the 35 students selected from the Missouri 
University of Science & Technology, the students’ information documented within the student financial system 
was not updated for the information that was provided for verification as prescribed by 34 CFR 668.51 through 
61. 
 
Questioned Costs – Known questioned costs are $1,000, which represents the amount of student financial 
assistance a student was over awarded as a result of the student’s file not being updated based upon the 
information that was provided for verification. Most likely questioned costs are not determinable.   
 
Context – The condition found impacts five students who were required to provide documentation for 
verification at the Missouri University of Science & Technology. The University’s records indicate that there 
were 1,096 students verified at the Missouri University of Science & Technology. 
 
Cause and Effect – The University did not have an effective system of internal control in place to ensure the 
students’ information documented in the student financial aid system agreed to the information that was within 
the documents provided for verification at the Missouri University of Science & Technology. This was believed 
to be the result of various clerical errors. As a result, verification edits for the Missouri University of Science & 
Technology were not accurately performed in accordance with 34 CFR 668 for five students. 
 
Recommendations – We recommend the University strengthen its existing processes and controls relative to 
Special Tests & Provisions – Verification compliance requirement to ensure compliance with 34 CFR Part 
668.51 through .61. 
 
Views of Responsible Officials and Corrective Actions – The University agrees it must strengthen its existing 
processes and controls relative to the Special Tests & Provisions – Verification compliance requirement to ensure 
compliance with 34 CFR Part 668.51 through 61. 
 
The Student Financial Aid office on the Missouri University of Science and Technology campus has modified 
their verification process to include weekly reviews by the Compliance Officer to ensure the students’ 
information within the student financial system is properly entered.  This modification was implemented in Fall

Conditions Found – The University did not have an effective system of internal control in place to ensure 
compliance with all of the requirements of the Special Tests & Provisions – Disbursements To or On Behalf of 
Students compliance requirement. While performing procedures related to the Special Tests & Provisions – 
Disbursements To or On Behalf of Students compliance requirement, the following conditions were identified: 
 

• For one of 13 students’ fall Federal Direct Loan (CFDA No. 84.268) and Federal Perkins Loan (84.038) 
disbursements selected for test work at the Missouri University of Science & Technology, the required 
notification of credit to the student’s account was not sent.   

• For one of 14 students’ spring Federal Direct Loan (CFDA No. 84.268) disbursements selected for test 
work at the Missouri University of Science & Technology, the required notification of credit to the 
student’s account was not sent.   

 
Questioned Costs – There are no questioned costs. 
 
Context – The University’s records indicate the following: 
 

• The condition found related to disbursement notifications impacted two of 14 students selected for 
testwork that received a fall Federal Direct Loan and/or a Federal Perkins Loan from the Missouri 
University of Science & Technology during the fiscal year ended June 30, 2013. The Missouri 
University of Science & Technology’s records indicate that approximately 2,880 students received a 
Federal Direct Loan and/or Federal Perkins Loan.  

 
Cause and Effect – The University did not have an effective system of internal control in place to ensure 
compliance with all of the requirements of the Special Tests & Provisions – Disbursements To or On Behalf of 
Students compliance requirement. As a result, the required notifications of credit to the student’s account were 
not sent for recipients of Federal Direct Loans and/or Federal Perkins Loan at the Missouri University of Science 
& Technology.   
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Recommendations – We recommend the University strengthen its existing processes and controls related to the 
Special Tests & Provisions – Disbursements To or On Behalf of Students to ensure compliance with 34 CFR 
668. Specifically, the University should implement a process to ensure that required notifications of credit to 
students’ accounts are sent for recipients of Federal Direct Loans and Federal Perkins Loans.   
 
Views of Responsible Officials and Corrective Actions – The University agrees it must strengthen its existing 
processes and controls relative to the Special Tests & Provisions – Disbursements To or On Behalf of Students 
compliance requirement to ensure compliance with 34 CFR Part 668. 
 
The Missouri University of Science & Technology Student Financial Aid office will be automating its 
notification process to ensure notifications of disbursements are sent to students daily.

Conditions Found – The University did not have an effective system of internal control in place to ensure 
compliance with the Special Tests and & Provisions – Enrollment Reporting compliance requirement, 
specifically as it relates to the timely reporting of students who were the recipients of Federal Direct Loan funds. 
During our testwork over 40 students under the Federal Direct Loan program that withdrew or were considered 
an unofficial withdrawal during the fiscal year, the following conditions were identified:  
 

• For three students of 10 students selected at the University of Missouri – Columbia, the status changes 
were not reported within the required time frame.   

• For one student of 10 students selected at the Missouri University of Science & Technology, the status 
change was not reported within the required time frame.  

• For two students of 10 students selected at the University of Missouri – St. Louis, the status changes 
were not reported within the required time frame.   
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Questioned Costs – There are no questioned costs. 
 
Context – The University’s records indicate the following: 
 

• The condition found related to the timely reporting of student status changes impacted three of 10 
students selected for testwork that had withdrawn from the University of Missouri – Columbia during the 
fiscal year ended June 30, 2013. The University of Missouri – Columbia’s records indicate that 
approximately 771 recipients of student financial assistance withdrew during the fiscal year ended June 
30, 2013.  

• The condition found related to the timely reporting of student status changes impacted one of 10 students 
selected for testwork that had withdrawn from the Missouri University of Science & Technology during 
the fiscal year ended June 30, 2013. The Missouri University of Science & Technology’s records 
indicate that approximately 87 recipients of student financial assistance withdrew during the fiscal year 
ended June 30, 2013.  

• The condition found related to the timely reporting of student status changes impacted two of 10 students 
selected for testwork that had withdrawn from the University of Missouri – St. Louis during the fiscal 
year ended June 30, 2013. The University of Missouri – St. Louis’s records indicate that approximately 
310 recipients of student financial assistance withdrew during the fiscal year ended June 30, 2013.  

 
Cause and Effect – The University did not have an effective system of internal control in place to ensure that 
enrollment changes were reported in accordance with 34 CFR 685.309. As a result, enrollment reporting changes 
were not reported within the required time frames.   
 
Recommendations – We recommend the University strengthen its existing processes and controls related to the 
Special Tests & Provisions – Enrollment Reporting to ensure compliance with 34 CFR 685.309.  
 
Views of Responsible Officials and Corrective Actions – The University agrees it must strengthen its existing 
processes and controls relative to the Special Tests & Provisions – Enrollment Reporting compliance requirement 
to ensure compliance with 34 CFR Part 682.610. 
 
The Student Financial Aid Offices on the University of Missouri – Columbia, University of Missouri – St. Louis, 
and Missouri University of Science & Technology campuses will be reviewing their business processes with the 
campus Registrars and NSLDS to strengthen controls over reporting of unofficial withdrawals.

Criteria – The Federally approved benefit rate in the letter dated July 23, 2012 from the United States 
Department of Health and Human Services to the University, documented that benefits cannot exceed 22.00% for 
medical employees and 23.00% for all other employees as a percentage of salaries and wages. 
 
Conditions Found – The University did not have an effective system of internal control in place to ensure 
compliance with the allowable costs/cost principles compliance requirement. The University charges employee 
benefits initially based upon the University Budget Office rate, which was 22.56% and 26.22%, and is then 
adjusted to the Federally approved rate each pay cycle. 
 
While performing test work related to the allowable costs/cost principles compliance requirement as related to 
benefit expenditures, it was identified that two of 28 projects selected for test work had benefit expenditures that 
exceeded the Federally approved rate.  
 
For the first project, benefit expenditures exceeded the Federally approved rate by a total of $2,628, plus $1,301 
of related indirect costs incurred. Management indicated that this error occurred because the projects were not 
initially coded properly and as such the University Budget Office rate was not adjusted.  
 
For the second project, benefit expenditures exceeded the Federally approved rate by a total of $1,103. 
Management indicated that this error occurred because there was an error in posting the allocation to reduce the 
flat rate to the allowable fringe rate.   
 
Questioned Costs – Known questioned costs related to the first project related to benefit expenditures charged in 
excess of the Federally approved rates are $2,628, plus $1,301 of related indirect costs. Most likely questioned 
costs related to benefit expenditures charged in excess of the Federally approved rates are $4,182, plus $2,070 of 
related indirect costs. Most likely questioned costs were calculated by the University via the performance of a 
system query to identify all benefit expenditures charged at a higher rate than the approved Federal benefit rate, 
which resulted in five additional projects identified that were being charged at a higher rate. 
 
Known questioned costs related to the second project related to benefits charged in excess of the Federally 
approved rates are $1,103. There are no most likely questioned costs. This was determined by the University via 
the performance of a system query to identify all benefit expenditure charged at a rate other than the approved 
Federal benefit rate, which resulted in an under charge of benefits in total related to the specific grant agreement.   
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Context – The University’s records indicate that the condition found related to the first project identified related 
to the benefit rate not being adjusted to the Federally approved rate for six separate projects, which resulted in 
unallowable costs of $4,182, plus $2,070 of related indirect costs. 
 
Total benefits charged to the second project were $902,354.   
 
Cause and Effect – The University did not have an effective system of internal control in place to ensure that all 
benefits charged to the grant did not exceed the Federally approved benefit rate of 22.00% for medical employees 
and 23.00% for all other employees. 
 
Recommendation – We recommend the University strengthen its existing processes and controls relative to 
ensuring federal expenditures are in compliance with the allowable costs/cost principles compliance requirement. 
 
Views of Responsible Officials and Corrective Actions – The University agrees it must strengthen its existing 
processes and controls relative to ensuring Federal expenditures are in compliance with the allowable costs/cost 
principles compliance requirement. 
 
The Controller’s Office will work with the campus Offices of Sponsored Programs Administration to ensure 
benefits charged to grants do not exceed the Federally approved rate.  This will include training and a review 
process that will begin in March 2014 to ensure projects are coded accurately and benefits are charged properly.

While performing test work related to the University’s compliance 
with the Procurement and Suspension and Debarment compliance requirement, it was identified that one of 42 
transactions selected for test work were not substantiated with documentation evidenced the University’s 
verification that the entity was not suspended or debarred.   
 
Questioned Costs – There are no questioned costs as the entities the University had covered transactions with 
were not suspended or debarred as identified by checking the EPLS subsequent to the sample being selected for 
test work.   
 
Context – The condition found impacts one of 42 items selected for test work related to the Research and 
Development Cluster. 
 
Cause and Effect – The University’s mechanism for complying with the Procurement and Suspension and 
Debarment compliance requirement for covered transactions is by checking the EPLS. The transaction for which 
there was no documentation evidencing the University’s verification that the entity was not suspended or 
debarred related to a transaction that needed to be paid on an expedited basis. As such, the performance of the 
normal process to validate the other entity was not suspended or debarred did not occur.   
 
Recommendations – We recommend the University strengthen its existing processes and controls relative to 
ensuring that covered transactions are not entered into with suspended or debarred parties in accordance with 2 
CFR Part 180.  
 
Views of Responsible Officials and Corrective Actions – The University agrees that it must strengthen its 
existing processes and controls relative to ensuring covered transactions are not entered into with suspended or 
debarred parties in accordance with 2 CFR Part 180. 
 
The Controller’s Office will work with the campus Offices of Sponsored Programs Administration to continue 
training staff on the importance of performing EPLS checks to ensure entities are not suspended or debarred 
when processing expedited covered transactions.

Criteria – 2 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Part 180 states that non-Federal entities are prohibited from 
contracting with or making subawards under covered transactions to parties that are suspended or debarred or 
whose principals are suspended or debarred. Covered transactions include those procurement contracts for goods 
and services awarded under a nonprocurement transaction that are expected to equal or exceed $25,000 or meet 
certain other specified criteria, as defined within 2 CFR Part 180.

Condition Found – The University did not have an effective system of internal control in place to ensure 
compliance with the Procurement and Suspension and Debarment compliance requirement. While performing 
test work related to the University’s compliance with the Procurement and Suspension and Debarment 
compliance requirement as it relates to the State Energy Program, it was identified that three of four vendors who 
had covered transactions selected for test work were not substantiated with documentation evidencing the 
University’s verification that the entities were not suspended or debarred, as required by 2 CFR Part 180.  
 
Questioned Costs – There are no questioned costs as the entities the University had covered transactions with 
were not suspended or debarred as identified by checking the EPLS subsequent to the sample being selected for 
test work.   
  
Context – The condition found impacts three of four vendors who had covered transactions for the State Energy 
Program during the year ended June 30, 2013. Covered transactions relative to procurement activities for the 
period ended June 30, 2013 were estimated to be $2.8 million. We subsequently tested all covered transactions 
during the year ended June 30, 2013 by verifying whether or not any of the entities were suspended or debarred 
by checking the EPLS website. None of the covered transactions selected for test work were suspended or 
debarred upon review of the EPLS.  
 
Cause and Effect – The University’s did not have a mechanism in place, as prescribed above, for compliance 
with the Procurement and Suspension and Debarment compliance requirement for covered transactions as it 
relates to the State Energy Program.   
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Recommendations – We recommend the University strengthen its existing processes and controls relative to 
ensuring that covered transactions are not entered into with suspended or debarred parties in accordance with 2 
CFR Part 180.  
 
Views of Responsible Officials and Corrective Actions – The University agrees that it must strengthen its 
existing processes and controls relative to ensuring covered transactions are not entered into with suspended or 
debarred parties in accordance with 2 CFR Part 180. 
 
The University will add the statutory language to its standard construction contracts in FY2014 to ensure 
compliance with Procurement Suspension and Debarment requirements.
